I’d like to start out by thanking all those who had a hand in organizing our annual meeting, for it is evident that they have had to juggle many tasks SIMULTANEOUSLY.

Now, I would like to describe the three community randomized trials by the arcs these balls carve in the air.  First, I will note, for those of you who are not in the front, that I have here three soccer balls, in the colors of the Brazilian flag—BLUE, GREEN, and YELLOW.

We’ll start off with Thibela TB,  where one might say the intervention is WELL GROUNDED.
Then, there is ZAMSTAR, whose factorial design allows for the efficient comparison of TWO TREATMENTS to a CONTROL.

Finally, we have THRio, whose stepped wedge design means an EVER-INCREASING number of clinics under the intervention.
The final result of all these studies?  Well, we hope to get a LEG UP on TB.

But that will only happen if, for all of these studies, the biostatisticians are able to deftly handle both INTERACTIONS, and the occasional OUTLIER.

Yes, all of these data are sure to make our heads SPIN AROUND.
